this time.

Reports and portfolios for P1-P6 can be collected on Monday June 22, from 12:00-3:00pm from your child’s
classroom.

Parent Teacher Interviews will continue according to your already scheduled time on Thursday 25 June and
Friday 26 June. We leave the choice to parents as to whether they wish to bring their child to these
interviews.

Extra Curricular activities that still have classes remaining have been cancelled and the money for these
remaining classes will be refunded to families.

It is uncertain whether Summer classes will be cancelled or will continue, depending on further
announcements from the Education Bureau. Please check the Kingston website for updates regarding these
classes.

A pack containing informationfor the new school year will be sent to families during the summer break.

Allfamilies will be required to complete a travel recordfor students and theirfamily members and submit it
to school on thefirst day of term. This will be included in the information pack.

The P6 Graduation will continue as scheduled.

Summer holidays will begin as scheduled.
